Will runs around like Tom Cruise in “Color of Money”,
twirling the stick around and being cocky as hell. The two
are having a blast kicking ass at pool.

BELCHER

HILLBILLY#2

Hil1Billy#1 one looks at his friends to impress them and
drops the cue ball as he speaks.

Will)

WILL
(to Belcher)

HILLBILLY#1

HILLBILLY#3
I think this city boy here thinks
he’s Clay Aiken.

WILL
No...no I don't.

BELCHER
(in his face)
Yeah you’re gay Aiken.

WILL
Shut up!

HILLBILLY#2
Boy...I think you’re asking for a
good old fashion ass whooping?

A beer bottle mysteriously flies through the air and smacks
Hillbilly#2 across the head.

BELCHER
(excited)
Bar fight!
WILL
Ah...Shit!

A bar fight ensues. Mysterious flying beer bottles and pool
sticks are being used to fight the Hillbilly's.

The flying bottles and pool sticks knock out all three of the
HillBilly'’s.

Belcher and Will stand over their accomplishment of the
unconscious Hillbilly'’s.
